resources. 

 

 

2025 Annual Report 

IntelliChoice has four primary programs:  

a. In-person Tutoring: Students attend weekly two-hour math classes at local branches, 

most of them located within public libraries and community centers. Students from grades 

through K to 12 are welcome to sign up. Most of the volunteer tutors are college and high 

school students, and current and retired employees from local high-tech industries. 

b. On-line (face-to-face) Tutoring: Intellichoice also provides online tutoring with 

students in remote areas where it can be difficult to access knowledgeable math tutors. We 

started online tutoring in 2018. During the pandemic year we were fully online. Currently 

most of our tutoring is in-person; online is mainly for remote areas. 

c. SAT Prep Camp: This is an intensive SAT preparation course held during summer break. 

Classes run 2 hours per day from Monday to Friday for 4 weeks. 

d. College scholarships: We award $30,000 in scholarships to 60 students annually.  The 

purpose of this program is to encourage our students to attend college for future career 

development. The money is released only when the student joins a two or four-year college 

program.

2025 SAT Prep Camp 

We held the SAT camp from July 7 to August 1, five days a week, two hours per day.  This year, 

the classes were held virtually. 109 high school students registered. Annika Sawant and Kevin Sun 

were the lead instructors for English and Mathematics, respectively.  

This is a 4-week long SAT preparatory camp designed to help underprivileged high school students 

perform well on the SAT, so they can pursue dreams of attaining higher education. Teachers focus 

on building a solid foundation for the subjects tested on this exam. Students learn effective test-

taking strategies. We encourage students to register for the August SAT following the camp. With 

their registration, IntelliChoice covers half of the SAT fee for students taking the August test.

We 

award $500 each to up to 60 students annually who have shown good progress in mathematics and 

history of attendance in tutoring sessions. The purpose of this program is to encourage our students 

to attend college for future career development.  

The money is released only when the student attends a two or four-year college. The 2025 

Scholarship Banquet was held at the UTD Davidson-Gundy Alumni Center, and 54 students were 

awarded the scholarship.
